Highland United Methodist Church
offers a series of 'Core' classes called
the '07s’ These classes are
recommended for every person
regardless of where they are in their
Christian walk.

The classes can be taken in order,
but it is not necessary. However, we
do request that anyone interested in
becoming a member of the church
should complete "107 - Discovering
Christian Life" prior to joining.

Class 101 offers a guided tour of the
church's purpose and strategy.

The main education opportunities at
HUMC generally run from September
to May, though there can be classes
available throughout the year. We
provide both short (6-12weeks) and
long-term (30-32weeks) classes.
Most of them are scheduled for the
same weekday evening, though we
may also offer Sunday morning or
weekend opportunities from time to
time.
